1.  Hours of Operation:
     Fun N’ Fit After School Program:  Monday – Friday   arrival of school bus – 6:00 PM        
     Holiday Camps:  Held on special days when school is out.  6:30 AM – 6:00 PM

     Summer Camps:  Monday – Friday during summer vacation   6:30AM – 6:00PM

     Gymnastics and Tumbling Classes:  classes offered mornings and evenings throughout the week

     Starz Dream Team: evening classes throughout the week

     Starz Competitive Cheerleading:  evening classes throughout the week
2.  Children will be released to parents or any person designated on the child’s 

     registration form by a staff member in the foyer.  Please sign your child/children out
     in the sign out log located on the table downstairs, have a seat in the waiting area, and a staff member will

     bring your child/children to you.

3.  ONLY registered Springer students are allowed in the gym during classes. SIBLINGS OF STUDENTS ARE  

      NOT ALLOWED TO PLAY ON EQUIPMENT DURING CLASSES. YOU WILL BE CHARGED AN 

      ADDITIONAL CLASS FEE IF YOUR CHILD FAILS TO ABIDE BY THIS RULE.

4.  If your child needs to be on medication while at the gym, please bring the medication 

     in its original prescription bottle (prescription must be labeled for the child taking it).

     Provide the medication to a staff member who will fill out the appropriate forms and 

     place the medication in a safe location.  If your child becomes ill while at the gym, a 

     staff member will call the parents first.  If the parents cannot be reached, your 

     emergency contact person will be called.  Occasionally, a child will encounter a 

     minor cut, bruise, bump, scratch, etc.  If this happens, parents will receive an accident/

     illness report when the child is picked up.  If the child feels the need to “sit out” of an 

     activity, the child will be allowed to rest in an appropriate location.

5.  Our discipline policy is as follows:
     A.  Discipline will be individualized and consistent for each child, appropriate to the 

           child’s level of understanding, and directed toward teaching the child acceptable

           behavior and self control.

B. We will only use positive methods of discipline which will encourage self-esteem

self-control, and self direction.  A child’s misbehavior will be “redirected.”

C. We will use no harsh, cruel or unusual treatment of any child.

6.  Parents are to provide lunches, snacks, and drinks for the 
     Holiday Camp children and the Summer Camp children. Parents are to provide snacks

     and drinks for the Fun N’ Fit After School children.  No meals will be prepared at the 

     gym.

7.  All school-aged children in attendance between the hours of 6:30 AM and 

     6:00 PM must list the school in which they attend on the registration form.

8. Springer’s Afterschool Program Members will occasionally be sharing the same space of students enrolled in                          

    Springer’s tumbling, gymnastic and cheer classes. Under NO circumstance should any child mix with our    

    Afterschool members play area unless they are a registered Afterschool member themselves. 

9. When sharing bathroom facilities, the class coach will supervise any class member and the Afterschool coach    

     will supervise any afterschool member as necessary.

10.  Upon enrollment, all parents will need to COMPLETELY fill out a registration

     packet.  At this time, parents will be notified of all policies and procedures.  If there is

     a change in a policy and/or procedure, parents will be notified by signs on the bulletin

     board in the waiting area of the gym as well as in a written statement.
11. Upon enrollment, parents will receive a copy of Springer’s Emergency Preparedness Plan.

12. If a parents wishes to review and discuss any questions or concerns about the policies 

      and procedures of Springer’s Gymnastics, that parent may contact Chanelle Springer.      

13. Parents may visit Springer’s Gymnastics at any time unannounced during the gym’s                            

      hours of operation to observe their child, the gym’s operation, or the program

      activities.

14. Parents may participate in the gym’s operations and activities only after prior

      arrangements have been made by contacting the director.

15. Parents may obtain and review a copy of the Minimum Standards and the gym’s

      most current Licensing Inspection Report by speaking to any member of the staff.
